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What is Per Capita Apportionment?

Through the end of September, our members have contributed $1,257
toward our Per Capita Apportionment. Unfortunately, our cost in 2019 will
be about $6,750. Is Per Capita Apportionment the equivalent of Member-
ship Dues? Is it a tax? Definitely not. A definition recommended by the
Office of the General Assembly and approved by the 207th General
Assembly: "Per Capita is an opportunity for all communicant members of
the Presbyterian Church through the governing bodies to participate
equally, responsibly, and interdependently by sharing the cost of coordina-
tion and evaluation of mission; of performing ecclesiastical, legislative, and
judicial functions that identify a reformed church, while at the same time
strengthening the sense of community among all Presbyterians."

The history of Per Capita goes back to at least the mid-1800's. A plan of
mileage was adopted by the General Assembly to defray the costs of
commissioners attending the General Assembly meeting. Uses of per capita
have been broadened through the years. One of the major uses still remains,
to cover the expenses of those we send to represent us at meetings of our
governing bodies. Another important use is to operate our judicial system.

For 2019, the per capita apportionment for us is $35.70 per member
("per capita" is Latin meaning each person), broken down as $21.35 for the
Presbytery of the Twin Cities Area, $5.40 for The Synod of Lakes and
Prairies, and $8.95 for the General Assembly. These amounts will allow
each of these governing bodies to conduct their essential functions; the bare
minimum that makes us Presbyterian. The Mission work that makes us
Christians is above and beyond this amount. Each congregation is
challenged to contribute at least 10% of their operating budget toward the
mission work of the Presbytery, Synod, and General Assembly.

To those members who have already contributed toward the per capita ap-
portionment, please accept our thanks. To those who have not, we invite
each member to contribute at least the amount of per capita, in addition to
the amount that they would otherwise contribute. This will allow your
Session to use the maximum amount possible for the Mission of our
congregation, the Presbytery, the Synod, and the General Assembly. If you
are able to contribute more than “your share”, that will help cover the per
capita for some members who are unable to contribute an additional
amount. Thank you for reading this article and considering a donation
toward per capita.

The Scrip’s program offers gift cards from hundreds of stores, gas stations,
hotels, spas, movie theaters, etc. The price is the value of the card but the
church gets a rebate of between 2% and 9% (or even 12% in some cases)
of the price. You get the full value of your gift cards and the church earns

between 2% and 9%. SO the church can make some money from each gift card bought through
the program for items you would buy anyway.
